Brief planning checklist
·   Approval obtained from School.

·   Formulate a safety plan.

·   Formulate an emergency plan.

·   Communications (satellite/CDMA phone - might not have mobile phone coverage.)

·   PLB considered.

·   Current maps and/or guidebooks.

·   Leaders and walkers understand Leave No Trace principles. 
·   Leaders and walkers understand Code of the Campsite.

·   First aid and blister kit(s) prepared.

·   Each walker is carrying at least 2-4 litres of water in an unbreakable and leak-proof container.

·   Each walker is aware of the proper equipment, food and clothing to take with him or her.

·   Weather conditions checked on ABC radio or the Bureau of Meteorology at   

         www.bom.gov.au/weather/wa/

·   Track conditions checked via the Bibbulmun Track website  www.bibbulmuntrack.org.au 

·   A copy of your itinerary, with your estimate time of return is given to someone who can contact  

        the Police and Emergency Service if you are overdue.

When planning an overnight walk with a group of students please remember:

· Group size at any shelter should not exceed 17.

· Individuals and small groups of walkers have priority for the use of shelters until 6 p.m.
· Groups must be independent for shelter and be prepared to use the area set aside for tents.

· Use the Group campsites where available.
· Water supplies at shelters can be limited. Students should be aware of the need for conservation.
